FRONT OF VEHICLE

INTAKE

OUTLET

LUCAR POSITIVE TERMINAL.

CONNECT FUEL LINE
TO INTAKE PORT.
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OUTLET BREATHER PIPE

LOOSEN CLIP AND MOVE HOSE APPROX.
4" FURTHER ONTO STEEL PIPE. TURN
FLEXIBLE LINE UNTIL BANJO BOLT
FITS OUTLET PORT.

Switch on engine and insure that all air has
been expelled from the system.

Check for leaks.
